From my heart to yours: 
       

 In biblical times a name was                  
thought to describe something about                       
a person’s character.  Moses asked God to make 
Himself known.  God honored Moses’ request and re-
vealed the divine name, “I Am Who I Am” (Exodus 
3:14).  The Hebrew for God’s name is related to the 
verb form “to be.”  Therefore, the phrase “I Am 
Who I Am” points to the timeless nature of God.  
God is always there.  The phrase also may be trans-
lated, “I will be what I will be,” stressing God’s abil-
ity to meet any need, now or in the future.  God 
comes to us in the present and relates to us in all 
our tomorrows. 

 God has a purpose for every life.  God set 
Moses apart to deliver the Israelites from bondage 
in Egypt.  Likewise, God calls us to do His work to-
day.  Like Moses, we may protest that we are not 
equal to the task.  Then God must remind us that 
His presence and power make the difference. 

 David had an ordinary shepherd’s sling—not 
worth much, some would say.  God used it, however, 
to defeat proud Goliath the defiant Philistine.  A 
peasant girl lived in an isolated village in the vast 
Roman Empire.  Yet history remembers her as Mary, 
the mother of Jesus.  A little boy had a lunch that 
consisted of five pieces of bread and two small fish.  
Jesus took the gift when offered, blessed and mul-
tiplied it, and fed five thousand people.  Little is 
much in the hands of God.  God wants to take what 
we have, empower it, and employ it to accomplish His 
purpose.
